In a significant advancement toward sustainable energy solutions, the government of Liberia, through the

Liberia Electricity Corporation (LEC) and World Bank Liberia, broke ground for the first utility-scale solar

power plant on Friday, October 11, 2024.

The Government of Liberia through the Rural and Renewable Energy Agency (RREA) launched the Liberia

solar home system result-based financing (LSHS-RBF) project to provide off-grid electricity for rural

communities in Liberia''s 15 counties.

Monrovia - The Liberia Solar Home System (LSHS) has signed a grant agreement with the Rural and

Renewable Energy Agency (RREA). The signing ceremony marks a significant milestone in the efforts to

increase access to clean and sustainable energy in Liberia.

Harrisburg, Montserrado County - President Joseph Nyuma Boakai, Sr., officially broke grounds for Liberia''s

first-ever utility-scale solar plant in Liberia on October 11, 2024. This development marks a major milestone

in the country''s strategic pursuit of clean and renewable energy solutions.

Runda Solar has put forward an ambitious proposal for the Montserrado solar project, which promises to

deploy solar power solutions across both urban and rural areas of the county. If approved, the project will be

entirely funded by Runda Solar and subsequently handed over to the Liberian Government for integration into

the national grid.

President Joseph Boakai has officially broken grounds for Liberia''s first-ever solar farm in Harrisburg,

Montserrado County, valued at US$90 million, marking a significant step towards enhancing the country''s

energy sector.

The ambition for the deployment and diffusion of the solar mini-grid PV system in Liberia is to address the

growing needs faced by the population regarding electricity nationwide and significantly help to reduce the
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country''s GHG emissions.
